Push for Legalized Cloning and Expanded Use of Embryonic Stem Cells Continues


The Assisted Human Reproduction Act which was passed by Parliament in 2004 allowed for a review of the Act three years after coming into force.  This means that the provisions of the Act may be changed by a committee which will be designated to review the Act.  The 3-year review is set to take place in 2007 and will probably take into account public opinion in issues such as cloning and embryonic stem cell research.  As a result, individuals and groups lobbying for the law to be expanded to include these banned technologies will become more vigilant in their push to have the Act legalize certain practices.  It is important that we make our views known to politicians and send letters to the editor on these issues whenever appropriate.  

On Tuesday, April 18, 2006, the National Post printed a letter by Dr. Clement Persaud, a former professor of biotechnology who presently lives in Victoria, BC.  In his letter, Dr. Persaud contrasts the differences between adult and embryonic stem cells and explains the limitations and successes to date of such research.  His letter offers up-to-date information which may be of help to those of you who would like to respond to articles in your local newspapers or contact elected representatives.  Following is Dr. Persaud’s letter as it appeared in the National Post.  It is reprinted with his permission.

Stem Cells: feast and famine

Re: From Kaitlyne, Stem Cell Lessons, editorial, April 10

Your report of the apparent successful transplantation of bladders grown in the laboratory from adult stem cells into seven patients was certainly remarkable news.  You quoted a Lancet editorial suggesting the possibility using such cells to grow organs, and then made a quantum leap to suggest that embryonic stem cells could fit that bill.

Even though embryonic stem cells have been researched since 1998, there is not a single peer-reviewed report of sustained clinical benefit from the use of these cells.  They deliver promises, promises, but no results.  By contrast, adult and cord-blood stem cells have contributed to more than 65 treatments or cures.

Furthermore, you advocate therapeutic cloning procedures, because the resulting patient tissues would have the same “genetic signature” and would thereby overcome immune rejection.  True, but so far no one has extracted stem cells from a therapeutically cloned embryo.  The process is extremely arduous, and another Lancet editorial has said it would be “unrealistic” to expect women to supply the needed ova for routine use.  Moreover, there is no assurance that therapeutically cloned embryonic stem cells will escape the genetic instability and tumorigenesis currently plaguing so-called “reproductively cloned,” embryonic stem cells.

Finally, you say, “We must abandon this country’s overly timid approach to embryonic stem cell research.” Timidity is not shame where benefit is unclear.  I was on a four-member panel briefing the Senate on stem cell research in 2004.  Some Senators, and indeed many Canadians, have profound concerns, transcending medical benefit, concerning creating life simply for the purpose of destroying it for stem cells, when there is an ethical, fruitful alternative.  It seems that, faced with the famine of embryonic stem cells, we prefer the feast of adult stem cells.
