Dear Reverend Father,

My name is Diane Naipaul and I am part of the Group ‘For the Glory of God (Ottawa)’, which organizes Conferences in the Archdiocese.  I also organize Events and prayers for various groups and occasions as an individual, the last project being the visit of the replica of the Shroud of Turin to Ottawa.  

In response to our Holy Father’s recent request that we should ‘intercede for peace in the Holy Land through the intercession of Our Lady’, I am writing to you, to ask if you would be willing to invite your parishioners to join in United Intercession, by agreeing to pray the Rosary for one day a week, for our Holy Father’s particular requests.  A commitment is needed from at least forty-eight (48) people, from seven Parishes, who would promise to pray for these intentions until we receive an answer.  One volunteer would be needed to keep the organizational chart, which could be set up on the Church’s bulletin board. To enable prayer warriors to pray a proper Rosary, a half hour period may be allotted for each Rosary.  In addition to the people who are willing to make the effort to pray at night, many people suffer from the problem of insomnia, so there will probably be enough people from each Parish, to fill the night-time prayer slots.  

The Catholic News Agency, in their article dated July 20th, 2006, lists the following as our Holy Father’s requests: praying for the precious gift of peace; for an immediate cease-fire between the sides; for humanitarian corridors to be opened in order to bring help to the suffering peoples, and for reasonable and responsible negotiations to begin to put an end to objective situations of injustice that exists in that region.  

I am aware that many Churches have already offered prayer for this situation.  However, the Bible says that: “One can chase a thousand, but two can put ten thousand to flight!” (Deut.32:30). The Rosary, given to us by Our Lady, is a very powerful, ‘weapon’ of prayer.  In the words of the late Sister Lucia: “ There is no problem, I tell you, no matter how difficult it is, that we cannot solve by the prayer of the Holy Rosary.”  It has been effective in winning the Battle at Lepanto, victories in the Philippines and Brazil, and in many other dire situations. Praying the Rosary, in United Intercession, makes an unbeatable combination.  God’s Word also states that we should “pray without ceasing.”
