In February of 1910, Our Lord commissioned Berthe Petit, a Franciscan Tertiary (1870 -1943), a famous and very holy Belgium mystic, who enjoyed the respect of Cardinals, Bishops, theologians and other members of the Church hierarchy at the time, to obtain the consecration of the whole world to the Sorrowful and Immaculate Heart of Mary. This request has since been documented by Professor Courtenay Bartholomew, in his Book –   ‘ The Last Help Before the End of Time’.  Professor Bartholomew is now traveling the world to bring this very important message to our Spiritual Leaders, as well as the Political Leaders.  He has visited the King of Portugal and the President of the Philippines among others.  

On November 11th, 2006, the United States of America will be consecrated to Our Lady, under the Title requested by Our Lord.  Please see information and Consecration below.  To God be the Glory!  I invite you to join us in praying that this Consecration will soon be done in Canada as well.

Here is a story I received from a friend to show what prayer and Consecrations can do.

“The consecration to Our Lady has helped my country Austria, throughout history. She appeared there in the year 710 AD, Mariazell is still today a place of healing. In many Austrian Towns you will find a "Pestsaeule" This is a column to honour the Holy Trinity with Our Lady. From very early on Austria, under the Habsburg Dynasty was dedicated to Our Lady.  The column to honour and thank God was erected as Austrians were protected from the plague, when all Europe was afflicted. It was also Our Lady who protected us from the violent invasion of the Turks.  They came only to the City walls of Vienna.  Earlier in the 5th 6th and 8th century there had been many trials to invade from Mongolian tribes, mostly to find good pasture, but at the same time very aggressive. In many cases, when danger lurked the Bishop would march with a CROSS in front of the population against the invading hordes and in EACH case they fled. 

Our Lady as ’The Immaculate Conception’ we know only since  1854. Many towns and places in Europe are dedicated to Our Lady. Spiritually seen, it is not surprising that places, where the protestant movement of the 16th century took hold, were places where the last two world wars raged vehemently, but place like Tyrol in Austria, totally Catholic since the early years of Christianity, was not touched at all. All the Catholic Cathedrals of Germany were preserved Cologne had one bomb, St. Stephen in Vienna had fire damage only, all the others are standing without damage. The same is in France and Italy. This is miraculous as the war was raging furiously in these countries. The Allies flattened Germany, all cities and towns were TOTALLY destroyed (99%), but the Churches are standing. After the war I traveled through these countries and have seen the Cathedrals and churches in a totally bombed environment. 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The World Apostolate of Fatima is pleased to announce that the US Papal Nuncio, His Excellency Archbishop Pietro Sambi will be officiating the Mass for the renewal of our country’s Consecration to Our Patroness, the Immaculate Conception.  All are invited to come to our nation’s Basilica, The Basilica of the National Shrine of the Immaculate Conception, in Washington, D.C., Saturday, November 11, 2006 at twelve noon.  All Bishops have been invited to participate at the Mass.  However due to scheduling conflicts, the bishops may sign the Consecration prayer for their dioceses, which has been provided to them by the World Apostolate of Fatima which will be offered at the Mass.  

The prayer for the Consecration was composed by our bishops in 1959 at the dedication ceremony of the Basilica of the National Shrine of the Immaculate Conception whereby they consecrated the country to Our Patroness, the Immaculate Conception.   However by this consecration on November 11th our country will be Consecrated to the Heart of Our Patroness which is our apostolate’s primary mission for world peace.  During World War I His Eminence Francis Cardinal Bourne who was the Primate of England Consecrated England to the Sorrowful and Immaculate Heart of Mary, which he claims and many others as wel, that it stopped World War I.  The Armistice for World War I was signed after the Consecration on November 11th incidentally the same day which this Papal Nuncio chose to officiate the Mass for the United States.   

During the 1720’s the Bubonic plague was rampant in Marseille, France.    Out of the town’s population of ninety thousand, fifty thousand of them were dead in a matter of months.  The Archbishop consecrated Marseille, France, to the Sacred Heart to end the plague, which it did without any medical means or vaccinations.  

The country Portugal, was Consecrated to the Immaculate Heart of Mary before World War II and was protected from the war.  So let us with great joy and excitement, proclaim this country’s renewal will happen for we are being obedient to the Fatima message.
